VETS GRAND FINAL REPORT

Knox  13.4.82 DEF Forest Hill 9.8.62

Knox has made a triumphant debut in the Eastern Football League veterans competition, winning the premiership in the first season off the back of nine goals from their leading forward Stuart Wynd.  The clock was certainly turned back in the veterans, with many of Knox's senior stars of the past lining up in their debut vets season. Many of their players are only recently out of senior football, with many of the players very familiar with the style of their teammates having played side by side with them in the seniors or reserves in the past. Their opponents on the day were finals regulars Forest Hill, who after missing out on the finals last year, made a late dash for the finals this year, and continued their good end of season form into the final to make it to

grand final day with their second win of the year against minor premiers Kilsyth.  

Forest Hill were on the board early in the grand final match, jumping out to a seven point lead five minutes into the game. The remainder of the quarter was goal for goal with Alan Baker snapping his first goal of the game for Knox, followed by Forest Hill converting from a free kick for his first for Forest Hill and then Stuart Wynd snapped his first goal from the left forward to see his Falcons trailing by one point at quarter time.  Baker and Doug McCafferty had been amongst Knox's best, with Ben Aldenhoven and Adam Barlow.  

The second quarter opened again with Forest Hill kicking the first goal from a mark in the goal square to put Forest Hill out to an eight point lead. This was soon extended to 14 points when Forest Hill marked up forward and the biggest lead of the game was established with the Zebras

out to a 14 point lead. Knox were being led to the ball and were spectating and luckily right on the half time siren Wynd slotted through his third goal to reduce the half term margin back to nine points. Matty Collard and Adam Barlow were two standouts in the second term and without their efforts Knox may have been trailing by a lot more. 
The game was certainly ready for the taking in the third quarter, and Knox were able to get the margin back to just two points when they scored the first goal three minutes into the term from Paul Goodinson. Forest Hill were able to extend the gap again when they kicked a goal from a downfield free kick, and nine points was the margin once more.

This however was to be the Zebras last goal of the quarter as the momentum quickly swung the way of the Falcons as they kicked the last five goals of the quarter to jump out to a 21 point lead. Wynd started the run with two goals of his own, marking and converting for his fourth and fifth goals. Chris Collard snapped one up forward for his first then Wynd converted another mark for his sixth, before Wynd soccered through his seventh goal again before the three quarter time siren, to have his team up by 21 points. Knox were all over their opponents in the third and it must have been an inspired speech in the rooms to get the fire going again in the Knox bellies. Forest Hill at this stage would have been ruing having all the play in the first half and only leading by 9 at the main break.

While Forest Hill kicked the first of the final term to get back within 16 points, another two goals to Wynd and a second to Chris Collard saw the margin jump to 33 points 17 minutes into the final quarter. It was more of the same for Knox, continuing their hard work in the third term.

Knox relaxed a little in the last 5 minutes and lapped up what was to be an outstanding debut season from the Mighty Falcons.
